For use in the household only.

When dosing all detergents, cleaning aids, cleaning products
and cleaning agents, always follow the manufacturer's
instructions.

The washing machine may be operated by children from 8
years of age, by persons who have limited physical, sensory
or mental abilities and by persons who have inadequate
experience or knowledge, provided they are supervised or
have been instructed by a responsible person.

other information enclosed with the washing machine.

Retain documents for subsequent use.

Energy saving mode: The display panel light goes out after
several minutes, Start/Reload »I flashes. To activate the
light, select any button.

The energy-saving mode is not activated if a programme is
running.

Automatic switch off: If the appliance is not operated for a
prolonged period, it automatically switches off before the
programme starts and when the programme has ended to
save energy. Switch on by pressing main switch O button.
If the washing is then dried in the tumble dryer, select spin
speed according to the instructions of the dryer
manufacturer.
